Monthly Meeting – September 16, 2008 at 6:30 P.M. 

The Meeting was called to order by Tom Skiles President

In attendance were:  Tom Skiles, Jean Martelli, Dottie Andrews, Meghan Nugent, Melissa Mock ,Nancy Bayerle, Jessica Gonzalez, Karen Burke, Melanie Hardy, Catherine McNamara, Eileen Braunlich, Sally Wagner, Jeanne Beard, Marklin Mandt, Frances O’Donnell and Liubov Russell.

Tom Skiles opened the meeting.  We still have a vacancy for a member at large position and will be voting to fill that position next month if anyone is interested in the job.  The Board would like to propose a change in the by-laws to add a second Vice President position.  Tom handed out the synopsis of the change.  We will then have a Vice President-HS and a Vice President-MS.  We will vote on the by-laws change at the October meeting.

Ms. Nugent – the decision as to what plays to do this year is not made yet.  Will have musical in winter and straight play in May this year and reverse for 2009 -2010.  We have five great one-act directors this year as well as having the Middle School One Acts performing the same nights as High School.  Fifty-three (53) high school students auditioned for the One Act Plays to be held in November 2008.  She thanked the boosters for paying for the workshops she attended this summer and learned lots of stuff to be able to use with the drama students this coming year.

Ms. Mock – there are 2 less sections of beginning drama this year.  The other sections are totally full.  The MS drama students will be attending the TADA workshops – a maximum of 25 can attend.  For the one-acts they are doing Drop Dead Juliet and Hamlet (both shorter, spoofs).  Would like to do “Oliver” for the musical this year.  The Theatre Sports team for MS will be done through “Club Orange” but to be on the travel team they have to audition.   They are trying to figure out ways for more exposure to Drama and the classes at the 5th and 6th grade level.

On-Line Ticket Sales – Tom has been doing the research regarding on-line ticket sales.  FCPS does not support on-line ticket sales, if we want to do it then it would have to be done through the booster organization.  Tom has been talking to other schools to find out what they do.  Edison  is doing it through their boosters, they found that when they went to on-line their sales increased.  The boosters would need to get liability insurance in order to do this.  The questions asked were concerning what the liabilities to the boosters would be – what if someone dosen’t show up and wants a refund, what if a credit card gets refused?    If tickets are purchased ahead the people are more likely to attended.  If we go with Pay-pal then there is  a charge per ticket and a credit card fee.    

Dottie Andrews motioned that:   The Drama Boosters move that Tom Skiles (President) continue to explore the possibility of going on-line with our ticket sales and have the information to the Board in early October so that it can be put to a vote.    The motion was seconded – discussion followed and there was a vote. The motion passed with one nay vote.

Volunteer Opportunities – a spread sheet was passed around with a list of volunteer opportunities to check off.   There was also a request for a Parent Liaison to be available during rehearsal time for the students to work with when the teacher/director is not available.  

The proposed budget was presented – 

Nancy Bayrele motioned that the Drama Boosters approve the proposed budget. The motion was seconded, discussion followed and the motion was put to a vote.  The motion passed with one nay vote.

Announcements – 

A trifold detailing different opportunities in Drama is being developed by the Drama Dept.  

The Drama Boosters now have a new website – Hayfield Drama.com.  It is paid for for the next 3 years.  We are looking to go on-line in October –
